
Q: How does the DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloth work in my dryer?
A: The patented dryer activated cleaning cloth produces a safe, non-toxic cleaning vapor that

gently penetrates clothing fibers to remove odors such as smoke, perspiration and cooking,
so your garments come out clean and refreshed without shrinking, fading or stretching.

Q: Why don’t I need to use a dryer bag with DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloth?
A: The DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloth was specifically designed to eliminate the

hassle of the bag. And because there’s no bag, it’s safe to use in smaller compact dryers and
laundromat-style dryers. Plus, without a bag, dirt and lint will collect in your dryer’s lint
filter instead of redistributing onto your clothes.

Q: Won’t the heat of the dryer shrink my clothes?
A: Use a Medium or Perma Press setting on your dryer. If your dryer does not have these settings

you can use High; however, the DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloth will not work properly
using the “Air Fluff” setting.

Q: Can I use the DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloth to clean and freshen household items?
A: We only recommend using the DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloth on small pillows and

afghans. Do not overfill your dryer; items must tumble freely.

Q: Won’t the heat of the dryer shrink my clothes?
A: No, using the DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloth with the heat of your dryer will not 

shrink your clothes because the formula is oil-based. It’s the combination of water from 
washing and the heat of your dryer that may cause some fabrics to shrink.

Q: What kinds of spots will the DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® formula help clean?
A: The DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® formula is especially effective in cleaning oil-based stains, such

as makeup, lipstick, mayonnaise and salad dressing. Remember to always test for colorfastness
before spot cleaning. Set-in or difficult-to-clean stains, such as cuff soil, may require a 
professional dry cleaner. This product is not meant to replace professional dry cleaning, but 
it can freshen your garments and take care of less serious spots, saving you time and money.

Q: Is this product safe?
A: Yes, DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloths are environmentally safe and non-toxic. It

does not contain perchlorethylene (perc), the chemical used by some dry cleaners.

• Completely remove any visible spots from items by following 
the Spot Cleaning instructions. Note: continue on to step 2 if 
you do not need to spot clean.

• Test garment for colorfastness. Do NOT spot clean flame resistant 
clothing such as children’s sleepwear.

• Locate stain (dime size or less) on garment and place a solid, 
white paper towel under stain.

• Remove Cleaning Cloth from packet and gently blot stain area. 
Move paper towel under stain frequently to absorb stain and 
cleaning fluid.

• Continue until stain is removed completely or no further progress 
is seen – note cleaning and refreshing phase does not remove stains.

• Blot excess cleaning formula from garment with a clean, solid 
white paper towel.

• Place 1 to 4 garments or items of similar fabric, weight,
and color in dryer. Button or zip garments and turn fragile 
trim or buttoned garments inside out. Clean dryer lint filter 
thoroughly. Do NOT use this product on Fur, Leather, or Suede.

• Remove and unfold the DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning 
Cloth from packet and place in dryer.

• Tumble on Medium heat, (Low or Perma Press) cycle for 20 
minutes on timed setting – not counting the cool down cycle.

NOTE: DO NOT OVERFILL DRYER • You should always be able to see at least half of the
back portion of your dryer drum. Examples of overfilling would be a large bed comforter.

• Remove garments from dryer immediately after cycle
has stopped for best results.

• Throw away the DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning
Cloth after use.

• Garments are ready to hang up or wear.

If after removing garments from the dryer you find that the spot cleaning process has left a ring on
your clothing, tumble the garment on High for increments of 20 minutes.  In some cases the formula
ring may need to be steamed out with an iron. To remove with an iron place the garment inside out
on your ironing board. The spot should be facing down on a clean, light colored towel. Lightly moisten
area with water using your iron’s nozzle.  Set iron temperature setting appropriate to the fabric. Iron
the dampened spot with moist heat until dry.  Rotate towel under the garment and repeat the process
until the ring is gone.  If ring is still present after several attempts, contact DRY CLEANER’S SECRET.®

Dryers may vary in temperature. For best results, garments should be soft to the touch upon removal
from the dryer.  If garments are overly dry and quite warm, reduce the time by five minutes for your
next load. If garments or DRY CLEANER’S SECRET® Cleaning Cloth are still noticeably damp increase
the time by five minutes.
